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The information given here is included in the Policies Folder held at the Phoenix Kindergarten and on the Phoenix Kindergarten website.
Since opening in September 2021 has maintained a firm commitment to the integration of children with Additional /Special Educational Needs. 
The Kindergarten is sensitive to the needs and feelings of children with Additional Needs/ SEND and their families and will ensure individual needs are recognised and addressed.

Parents/ carers will be involved at every stage and in any plans that are made to meet a child’s individual needs.

Equality of opportunity for all children is essential and it is important that children with additional needs have the opportunity of learning alongside their peers. If your child has additional needs of any kind, we will discuss:

· How the child and parent can be helped.

· How Kindergarten staff can be trained/supported.

· What advice and practical help we can get from outside agencies.

· What adaptations need to be made (to the day, rhythms, activities)

· How we can support and help parents/carers

· What behavioural or educational plan needs to be devised, with outside agency help, tailored to each individual child

 

AIMS AND OBJECTIVES
· Promote an inclusive environment where all children are encouraged to reach their true potential and build a firm basis for lifelong learning.

· Provide a broad and balanced curriculum that is accessible to all children and

recognises individual need.

· Work in partnership with parents and other professionals to monitor individual

progress and plan future targets.

· Keep up to date with current initiatives and attend training on Special Educational Needs whenever possible.

· Make sure our kindergarten teacher does the SENDCo training at the earliest opportunity (16/3/2024).

· The needs and progress of all children with Special Educational Needs (SEND) will be monitored by our kindergarten Teacher/SENDCO.

· All children are treated as individuals with equal opportunities and rights.

· This Policy will be reviewed annually and take account of any changes in legislation and guidelines, and in the light of experiences and monitoring.

The aims of this Additional Needs/ SEND policy are to ensure that: 
· Children with additional needs, EHCPs and disabilities will be included, according to ability, in all the activities in Kindergarten. 

· To promote a sense of belonging for all. 

· To nurture individual strengths and address difficulties for children to fulfil their potential. 

To work with our staff, parents, committee members and outside agencies to ensure high quality and integrated provision for children with additional needs/ SEND. 

To aim to identify as early as possible any pupil with additional needs/SEND. 

· To ensure a graduated response to identification and assessment of children with additional needs/ SEND.
At this stage we don’t have a designated SPECIAL EDUCATION NEEDS COORDINATOR (SENCO) and the teacher will be responsible for the following:
· To be familiar with the code of practice including the 4 areas of need :   Communication and interaction; - Cognition and learning; - Social, emotional and mental health; - Sensory and/or physical needs.
· To work in close partnership with parents and staff to identify and monitor plans for individual learning for those with additional needs.

· To use the model of Assess- Plan – Do – Review (see link) 

· To liaise with and work alongside outside agencies and key professionals as necessary.

· To attend regular training courses and be aware of the training needs of other adults (Including parents where appropriate) working within the setting.

· To ensure that up to date records of children with SEND are made and that these are monitored regularly.

· To ensure that records are made accessible to parents, key staff and professionals working with the child.

· To coordinate provision for children with Additional Needs /SEND.
· To contribute to training and keeping all members of staff informed of new developments /strategies
· To attend multi agency meetings when required
